Rhythmic Scores
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You can put rhythms together to create a rhythmic score. A score can sometimes

have different instruments playing at the same time.

To play from a rhythmic score, you need to follow your own line of music and count

carefully to play the right note lengths at the right time.

A conductor can help you to play as an ensemble (group) by showing you the tempo

of the music. You could also use a metronome to help you to play together in time.

Elements of Music

Pitch — How high or low a note
sounds

Duration — How long or short a
note is

Dynamics — How loud or quiet a
piece of music is played

Silence — The gaps, rests and
breaks in a piece of music

Structure — Overall plan of a
piece of music

Tempo — How fast or slow the
music is

Timbre — Sound quality of an
instrument or voice

Texture — The effect of melodies
and harmonies together.
