 Homework Policy for Great Bradfords Junior School 2023
At Great Bradfords Junior School, we believe that homework is an important aspect of helping our children to develop good study habits and to consolidate their learning. Research by the Education Endowment Foundation (EEF) has shown that homework can have a positive impact on academic achievement in primary school, particularly when it is well-designed and carefully structured.

With this in mind, we have developed the following homework policy:
At the beginning of each school year, each year group will send home a timetable in their child's Homework Book/Reading Record outlining the recommended days for completing homework, along with deadlines for completion. Homework will be recorded in a Homework Book/Reading Record, which should be brought to school every day.
Homework will be set on a regular basis and will usually consist of tasks that are related to classwork or address gaps in their knowledge. See table below for expectations.

In line with our positive behaviour policy, children will be rewarded with Housepoints for going over and above the homework expectations for their year group. 
If a child has not met the National Curriculum expectations of knowing all times table facts up to 12x12 by the end of Year 4, they may be required to continue regular daily practice at home to ensure they are secondary school ready. 
On occasion, children may also be given project-based homework, which may involve researching a topic, creating a project, or completing a longer-term assignment. Project-based homework can provide children with the opportunity to delve deeper into a subject, to use their creativity and critical thinking skills, and to develop their independence and self-management. Deadlines for completion of project-based homework will be clearly communicated to children.
For children who need additional support with their homework, Homework Club is available, free of charge, every day after school. Homework Club provides a quiet, supervised space where children can work on their homework, get help from teachers and learning support assistants, and use resources such as computers and reference materials. The benefits of Homework Club include: increased support and guidance, improved time management and organisation skills, and the opportunity to complete homework in a focused and distraction-free environment.
For children attending Breakfast club or our Wraparound provision, they will be given the opportunity to complete homework during these times but not during break or lunch times. 
If a child is unable to complete their homework for any reason, for example, due to lack of internet connection, they should speak to their teacher as soon as possible so that the homework deadline can be extended if necessary or an alternative paper-based homework given. 
If a child does not complete their homework by the set deadline, they will be given an ‘amber warning’ in the first instance with a new deadline (usually the following day) to complete the outstanding homework. If a child still does not complete their homework, they will be expected to reflect on their responsibilities with a teacher who will support them to become more responsible for their learning to meet deadlines. 
If a child fails to complete their homework on more than 3 consecutive occasions, their parents/carers will be informed and a plan will be put in place to support the child in meeting their homework commitments.
We believe that by working together, we can support our children in achieving their full potential and in developing good study habits that will serve them well throughout their education and beyond. If a child does require excessive adult support, parents/carers should contact your child’s class teacher. 
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
